School Opens, Teachers in Two FBiH Cantons Go on Strike

	


MOSTAR, Bosnia and Herzegovina (BiH) -- Over 3,000 teachers in the Federation of BiH's (FBiH) Herzegovina-Neretva and Srednjobosanski cantons planned to go on strike Monday (2 September), the first day of the new school year. Protests staged by teachers in primary and secondary schools are to proceed despite claims by the canton governments that they have generally met the unions' chief demands.
