State University of New York Opens Campus in Albania

	


TIRANA, Albania -- The Ministry of Education announced Wednesday (21 August) that it has issued a license to the State University of New York to open a campus in Albania. This would be the country's first private university. Economics professor Gramoz Pashko, president of the new institution, said some 200 students will be admitted to study for bachelor's degrees in economics, business, English, and computer science. Tuition would be $4,500 to $5,000. Classes could start by mid-October if the necessary staff is in place. (AP - 21/08/02)
