Students Warn of Protest if Yearly Tuition Is Raised to € 240
PRISHTINA (KosovaLive) - Students have warned that they will boycott lectures and protest in the streets if the Ministry of Education, Science and Technology (MASHT) passes a decision that will force them to pay € 240 tuition fee to register for the academic year.
A meeting held by the Students' Independent Union of the University of Prishtina (UPSUP) with the Minister of Education, Rexhep Osmani, was full of disagreement regarding tuition fees for students.
UPSUP heads are asking that tuition remain the same as this year, which is € 25 a year, and look over the possibilities for a gradual price increase beginning next year.
The pro-rector for financial issues at the UP, Musli Bajraktari, noted that it is intolerable that lecturers work for only € 140 a month. He pointed out that there are students who come everyday to the rectorate and ask for scholarships in order to continue their studies, and, according to him, the tuition raise would help them get this assistance.
MASHT members think that the tuition raise would have a big impact in improving the material position of the UP, by first of all increasing professors' salaries and creating better studying conditions.
